In 1955, few children lived to attend elementary school and today 

because of your support of the foundation the average life expectancy 

is 37 years, more than 30 potential drugs are part of the foundationôs 

discovery and development pipeline and a nation-wide network of 

accredited CF care centers has been established.

New lifesaving 

treatments are being developed to keep people with cystic fibrosis 

healthy and attack the disease at its core.   

 

One such treatment is called Kalydeco, formerly known as Vertex 770.  

The drug producer, Vertex Pharmaceuticals, recently filed for regulatory 

approval with the FDA.  While this drug is only for a small fraction of 

CF patients with a specific genetic mutation, it showed in a 48 week test 

improved lung function by 17% while cutting their risk of getting       

intermittent sicknesses by 55%.   

 

In order to bring Kalydeco, another drug called Vertex 809 which is   

effect the most common CF gene and other drugs in the CF Pipeline the 

CF Foundation has given or committed $315 million to pharmaceutical 

companies for drug research.   

 

The Partners In Progress Annual Fund is helping to advance this medical 

research and care so the individuals with CF get the best treatment     

possible and to ultimately find a cure for this devastating disease.

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What is CF? 
 

Cystic Fibrosis (CF) is a  life

-threatening genetic disease 

that affects the lungs and 

digestive systems of tens of 

thousands of children and 

adults in the United States.  

More than 10 million 

Americans are symptom less 

carriers of the defective CF 

gene.  CF occurs in one in 

every 3,900 births meaning 

approximately 1,000 new cases of CF are diagnosed each year.   

 

A defective gene and its protein products in CF patients causes the 

body to produce unusually thick, sticky mucus that clogs the lungs 

and obstructs the pancreas and stops natural enzymes from helping 

the body break down and absorb food. 

 

While the life expectancy has increased and progress has been made 

in trying to control CF; this is not good enough.  At least one person 

loses their battle against CF every day.

Investments in people, technology and 

institutions have led to the discovery of 

the CF gene, an understanding of the

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East TN CF Care Centers 

When the Cystic Fibrosis Foundation was established in 1955, most  

children did not live to attend elementary school. Today, the predicted 

median age of survival is in the mid-30s, thanks ð in large part ð to the 

care provided though the national network of CF Foundation-accredited 

care centers.  

 

The network provides expert cystic fibrosis care for people living with 

the disease. In fact, the National Institutes of Health has cited the CF 

care center network as a model of effective and efficient health care  

delivery for a chronic disease. 

 

The Foundation funds and accredits more than 110 cystic fibrosis care 

centers nationwide.   All programs are staffed by dedicated healthcare                 

professionals who specialize in the treatment of cystic fibrosis. 

 

East Tennessee is privileged to have both a Pediatric and Adult Care 

Center in Knoxville.  The two care centers serve nearly 300 CF patients 

from the Tri-Cities to Chattanooga.
