“We have personally experienced the devastating effects of  CF.  Our son Casey was diagnosed with CF when he was 5 weeks 
old and was losing weight.  The average life expectancy for someone with CF at that time was about 31 years, difficult news for 
parents of  a newborn to hear.  Casey immediately began an intense treatment of  physical therapy and medications just to stay 
alive.  These drugs work, evidenced by the fact that the life expectancy for someone with CF has increased to almost 38 years 
in Casey’s 8 years of  life.  The CF Foundation has even more drugs in clinical trial whose results so far are the most exciting 
and promising the Foundation has ever seen.  These may be hard times, but they are full of  hope for us.  Just as Casey does not 
get to take a break from his twice daily physical therapy, his nebulizer treatments, his 30+ pills a day, his nagging cough and 
stomach pain, we cannot take a break from fighting this disease.”
