As a (parent OF SOMEONE WITH/person with) cystic fibrosis (CF), I am writing to ask the Cystic Fibrosis Foundation to urge the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) to reconsider the new drug application for Aztreonam Lysine for Inhalation (AZLI).  People with CF need more inhaled antibiotics to help fight lung infections. 
Right now, only TOBI® (inhaled tobramycin) is available to help treat CF lung infections.  Relying on this drug as the only aerosol antibiotic for CF lung infections is not enough. There is a dire unmet medical need for another inhaled antibiotic for people who cannot use TOBI®.  Because of this, I am excited about Gilead Sciences’ efforts to develop a new inhaled antibiotic, AZLI, and hope it will be available soon.
