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Student Traineeship Grant Application Guidelines
Student Traineeships are offered to introduce students to research related to cystic fibrosis and to develop and maintain an interest in this area of biomedicine.  An applicant must be a bona fide student in or about to enter a doctoral program (i.e., Ph.D., M.D., M.D./Ph.D.).  Senior level undergraduate students planning on pursuing graduate training also may apply. Previous research experience is not a requirement.

Applicants must work with a faculty sponsor on a research project related to cystic fibrosis, the duration of which should be 10 weeks or more.  

The maximum amount of the award is $1,500, and up to $300 of this may be requested for project-related research supplies.  If awarded, the grant will be paid to the Sponsoring Institution.  Students receiving traineeships from the Cystic Fibrosis Foundation may reapply for support in a subsequent year.  

Application Procedures
Students must submit the Foundation's Student Traineeship grant application, including a concise description of the research project, the sponsor's biographical sketch, a letter of support from the sponsor, a budget, and a Face Page countersigned by the authorized institutional official.
Applications are accepted throughout the year, but should be submitted at least two months prior to the projected start date of the project. All reports are due within 90 days after completion of the project or the final payment will be subject to forfeiture.
